


During visits with some of the Project Coaches, they indicated they had done
some activities; this led to talks of going to do a visitation with them, to
observe them doing activities with their students. The Project Coaches liked
the idea and dates were set up to observe the Project Coach and their students.
Again, upon the arrival of the Regional Coordinator, it was indicated that the
Project Coach who set up the visit was off for the day. There was no contact
made with Futures’ staff to reschedule or cancel the visitation. Similar instances
took place throughout the year.

FOLLOW-UP:

Due to the group not meeting the Youth Leadership Program requirements,
this group has been terminated as a Futures for Children program site. If the
group makes the necessary efforts and meets FFC requirements, the program
director will evaluate and determine whether to readmit them as a program
site.
